Article 2

The Contracting Parties declare their readiness to
provide all-sided support and assistance to the
representatives  (students and  staff) of the
corresponding Party of the Agreement delegated for
practical and academic training. All visits and
assignment ftrips to the cooperating partner are
arranged on approval of the receiving Party.

Article 3

TNEU English language teachers will be introduced
to SMRT on-line curriculum by remote consultations
and trainings, which will be arranged with the help of
CCEL representatives.

Article 4

SMRT curriculum will be available free of charge
for all students with the following English language
levels:

1) Beginner English

2) Pre-Intermediate

3) Intermediate

4) Upper-Intermediate

5) Advanced English
There are also other materials available such as:
English for Economics, Hospitality industry,
Business etc.

Article 5

5.1. Each institution shall appoint an appropriate
person to co-ordinate the development and conduct
joint activities. Through there contact persons, either
institution may initiate proposals for activities in the
framework of this Treaty. The contact person shall,
in addition, be responsible for the evaluation of joint
activities according to the practices of their
respective institutions.

5.2. In addition, to coordinate the work with SMRT
curriculum, site admin shall be assigned (one of the
English language teachers or a person from
administration). This person will be responsible for

Article 6

6.1. The cost of annual access to one SMRT on-line
textbook, with individual on-line access for each
student, is set at 48 CADS$ Canadian dollars. Fees
will be paid by TNEU students directly to CCEL
bank account. Funds will be sent in chosen, local
currency converted to CAD by the current rates of
Ukrainian National Bank on due day. Payment
should be made in full (equal to the number of
SMRT users) and received by CCEL in order to get
the access to SMRT program for each participant.
Information for money transfer to CCEL account is
found in annex 3.

6.2. At the end of each academic year, at the
discretion of the TNEU administration, and at the
request of students, knowledge test will be assigned
for thosd students, who studied by SMRT. Test will
be provided by CCEL.

6.3. When the test’s results are known students of
TNEU will be receiving CCEL certificates, stating
the level for the SMRT program completed.

Test fee of CAD$50.00 Canadian dollars will be paid
by of TNEU students directly to CCEL bank account.
Fees in full should be received by CCEL 5 bank
business days prior to the date of the test.

6.4. At the end of studying year, upon approval from
CCEL one of TNEU students will be given a
scholarship from CCEL to study at CCEL on a
chosen program. Candidate will be approved by the
TNEU administration. There will be an English level
requirements for the program applied. The candidate
will pay airfare, housing and other fees, associated
with living expenses.

Article 7

7.1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date
of its signature and will be valid for 5 (five) years
from the effective date and shall be prolonged by
mutual consent of the Contracting Parties.

7.2. All alterations and amendments to this
Agreement shall be done by the mutual consent of
the Contracting Parties.
